Order no. 318/2006 
of 3 March 2006
Published in the Official Monitor, Part I no. 315 of 07/04/2006

 on the approval of the standards of training, competency confirmation and issuing of the certification documents for the personnel serving on board inland waterways vessels under Romanian flag
Taking into account the provisions of art. 69 and 70 of the European Agreement establishing an association between Romania, on one hand, and the European Communities and their Member States, on the other hand, signed at Brussels on 1 February 1993, ratified by Law no. 20/1993, and the Recommendations of the Danube Commission regarding the issuing of inland waterways motorboat master’s certificates of competency, adopted at Budapest in 1995,

by virtue of the provisions of art. 13 paragraphs (1) and (2) of the Government Ordinance no. 19/1997 regarding the transports, republished, with further amendments and additions, and of art. 5 paragraph (4) of the Government Decision no. 412/2004 regarding the organization and functioning of the Ministry of Transports, Constructions and Tourism, with further amendments and additions,

The Minister of transports, constructions and tourism issues the following order:

Purpose

Art. 1. - The present order establishes: 

a) the standards of training, competency confirmation and issuing of certification documents for the personnel serving on board inland waterways vessels under Romanian flag;

b) the certification documents for personnel serving on board inland waterways vessels, the conditions for obtaining them, the service on board conditions, as well as the way of equating.
Art. 2. - The documents provided for in art. 1 letter b) are issued on behalf of the Romanian Government by the Ministry of Transports, Constructions and Tourism through the Romanian Naval Authority.

Definitions

Art. 3. – The terms used in the present order have the following meaning:
a) competent authority – The Ministry of Transport, Constructions and Tourism,  specialized body of the central public administration and the state authority in the field of naval transports, further on referred to as ministry; 
b) Romanian Naval Authority – the specialized technical body subordinated to the Ministry of Transports, Constructions and Tourism, further on referred to as RNA, to which the ministry has delegated its competencies for:

         
(i) issuing the working books and certification documents of inland waterways personnel, 
         (ii)  organizing examination sessions for obtaining the certification documents,
         (iii) approving or endorsing of curriculas, as appropriate;
c) certification document – a license or a certificate of capacity issued in accordance with the provisions of the present order  which gives to its holder the right to serve on board an inland waterways vessel in a certain rank and to fulfill the specific duties corresponding to the responsibility level stated in that document;  
d) boatmaster – the person having the required qualification, designated for ensuring the maneuvering of the inland waterways vessel and exerting this responsibility on board vessel; 
e) company – the owner, the charterer, the operator or any other organization having assumed the responsibility of operating the vessel and who, by assuming such responsibility, has agreed to take over all the obligations and responsibilities provided for by the present order;  
f)
approved curriculum – an education, training or professional training course organized by an institution authorized to organize and develop these courses, in accordance with the legislation in force; 
g)
inland waterways vessel – a vessel designated to navigate mainly or exclusively on inland waterways;  

h) service on board – time of actual service on board inland waterways vessels requested for obtaining the certification documents;
i)  actual period of service on board - the period of time calculated from the beginning until the end of the voyage, less the days of interruption during which the vessel could not continue its voyage;
j) member of the deck crew – the holder of a deck licence which regularly participates in commanding and manning the tiller of an inland waterways vessel.
Scope
Art. 4. - (1) The provisions of the present order apply to the personnel serving on board inland waterways vessels under Romanian flag, designed for cargo and passengers transport or on board technical ships, except: 
a)  boatmasters and personnel serving on board war ships;
b) pleasure craft boatmasters not performing commercial recreational activities. 
(2)  The ranks on board inland waterways vessels under Romanian flag can be fulfilled only by persons holding certification documents obtained or revalidated in accordance with the provisions of the present order and having valid training courses. 
(3)   The certificates of boatmaster Group A and Group B issued by the Community States in accordance with the provisions of the Directive 96/50/EC, as well as the documents attesting the qualification as Rhine boatmaster, issued in accordance with regulations regarding the obtaining of certificates for Rhine navigation, are equivalent with the certificates of boatmaster category A and category B and are valid on all Romanian inland waterways.
  
   (4) a) In order to be admitted to command a radar equipped vessel, the boatmaster shall hold a Radar user on board inland waterways vessels certificate issued by RNA


   b) The certificate mentioned at letter a) is granted following an exam passed in accordance with the provisions of Chapter B of Annex no. 1. The model and the content of the Radar user on board inland waterways vessels certificate is that presented in Annex no. 2.

   c) After obtaining the certificate mentioned at letter b), RNA will endorse the certification documents where necessary.

(5) On board inland waterways passengers vessels, the boatmaster or other crew member shall hold a passengers transport certificate issued by RNA. The passengers transport certificate can be obtained subject to passing an exam in accordance with provisions of Chapter C of Annex no.1. The model of the passengers transport certificate is the one laid down in Annex no. 5.
Licenses of inland waterways personnel 
Art. 5. - (1)
Boatmaster category A - is the certification document allowing its holder to fulfill the function of boatmaster of a vessel sailing on inland waterways, Sulina roadstead, Constanta and Midia ports, except those inland waterways covered by the Regulations on the issue of  Rhine navigation licenses. 
(2) Boatmaster category B - is the certification document allowing its holder to fulfill the function of boatmaster of a vessel sailing on inland waterways except those of maritime nature provided for in Annex II of Directive 91/672/EEC, Romanian maritime waterways, the Danube sector between Braila (km 175) and Black Sea through Sulina Channel as well as those covered by the Regulations on the issue of Rhine navigation licenses and inside Constanta and Midia ports. 
(3) Other licenses are:

a) inland waterways chief engineer; 

b) mechanic;

c) inland waterways helmsman; 

d) maritime Danube pilot; 

e) maritime Danube  cadet pilot.


(4) The form and the content of the licenses of boatmaster category A and category B are the ones provided for in Annex no. 4.
Certificates of capacity of inland waterways personnel
Art. 6. - (1) The certificates of capacity of inland waterways deck personnel are: 
a) inland waterways motorboat skipper; 
b) inland waterways boatswain;
c) deck rating; 
d) deck rating apprentice.
(2) The certificates of capacity of inland waterways engine personnel are:

a) mechanic apprentice;
b) board electrician.
Validity of certification documents
Art. 7. - (1) The certification document issued to a person is valid until that person reaches the age of 50. After this date and until reaching the age of 65, the certification document is reconfirmed every 5 years, based on the medical examination certification, in accordance with the provisions of art.8 paragraph (2). 

(2) After reaching the age of 65, the validity of the certification document is extended annually based on the medical examination certificate.
(3) The certification documents for inland waterways personnel have an unique identification number.
Medical standards
Art. 8. - (1) The inland waterways personnel shall provide proof of physical and mental fitness by passing a medical examination carried out by an institution recognized by the competent authority. That examination shall cover in particular visual and auditory acuity, colour vision, motricity of the upper and lower limbs and the neuro-psychiatric state and cardiovascular condition of the applicant. 
(2) The medical examination shall be done in compliance with the legislation in force.
Obtaining the certification documents
Art. 9. - (1) The certification documents are obtained subject to passing an exam or ex-officio, as appropriate.
(2) To participate at an exam for obtaining a certification document, the inland waterways personnel shall prove that:

a)  is at least 18 years old;
b) fulfills the conditions of training and the period of service on board in accordance with the provisions of Annex  no. 3;
c) fulfills the medical standards laid down in art.8.
(3) The period of service on board is calculated as follows: 180 days of actual navigation on all inland waterways, in accordance with the recordings from the working book, is the equivalent of one year of service on board. If during a period of consecutive 365 days the period of actual navigation is longer than 180 days, the period of service on board shall be as well considered as one year.


(4) The proof of carrying out the period of service on board provided for at paragraph (2) shall be made through the working book and the registration file recordings, recordings verified and validated by RNA. 


(5) The methodology of organization and the process of the examination sessions for obtaining the certification documents for the inland waterways personnel are approved through a decision of RNA general director.
Issuing and registration of the certification documents
Art. 10. - (1) In order to obtain a certification document by passing an exam or ex officio, the candidates shall present: 
a) an identity document;

b) a valid medical certificate issued in accordance with the legislation in force; 
c) the proof of the compliance with the minimum training requirements and the period of service on board provided for in Annex no. 3 for the requested certification document; 
d) the proof of passing an exam or conforming with the ex officio conditions for obtaining the certificate, in accordance with the provisions of Annex no. 3;    
e) the proof of completing  the mandatory courses in accordance with art. 13 within their validity period.
(2)  RNA shall keep a record of the certification documents issued, expired, suspended, annulled or declared as being lost or damaged, as well as the record of dispensations granted. 
(3) 
RNA shall make available, in accordance with the legislation in force and upon other administrations’ or companies’ request, the information regarding the authenticity and the validity of the certification documents or dispensations. 
Quality standards
Art. 11. - (1) RNA shall ensure that all the qualification and training activities for the inland waterways personnel are carried out only by public institutions, non-governmental organizations, autonomous companies, commercial companies, associations and foundations subordinated to, or under the authority of, or authorized by the ministry.  
(2) The syllabus of the programs drawn up by the institutions provided for at paragraph (1) shall be verified and approved, as appropriate, by RNA. 
Responsibility of the ship owners or operators
Art. 12. - The owners, the charterers or the operators of a ship have the obligation of ensuring that:    
a) every person employed on board any of their vessels holds the appropriate certification document, in accordance with the provisions of the present order;   
b) the relevant documents for all inland waterways personnel employed on board vessels are permanently available on board, can be read and mandatory include, without being limited to this, the documents concerning the professional experience, training, health condition and the necessary qualification to perform the designated tasks; 
c)  the inland waterways personnel serving on board their vessels is familiarized with the specific duties and with all the vessel’s design, installations, equipment, procedures and characteristics which are relevant for the usual or emergency tasks;   
d) the vessel’s crew is able to effectively co-ordinate its activities in an emergency situation and in carrying out the vital tasks for safety or prevention, respectively diminution of the pollution.  
Required courses
Art. 13. - (1) The courses provided for in the present order shall be developed within the training centers subordinated to, or under the authority of, or authorized by the ministry. 
 (2) 
The courses which shall be attended by the inland waterways personnel are listed below: 
a) “Radar user on board inland waterways vessels” – for deck officers; 
b) “Radiotelephones operator in the radio-telephony service on waterways” – for deck officers; 
c) “Prevention of pollution of inland waterways” – for deck and engine officers;  
d) “Handling and transport of dangerous goods on inland waterways” - for deck and engine officers, in case the vessel transports dangerous goods; 
e) “Special training course for transport of passengers” - for deck and engine officers in case of serving on board passenger ships;  
f) “Transport of passengers expert course” - for deck officers in case of serving on board inland passenger vessels with accommodation for passengers;
g) “First aid course” - for deck and engine officers in case of serving on board inland passenger vessels with accommodation for passengers;

h) “The use of breathing device” - for deck and engine officers in case of serving on board inland passenger vessels with accommodation for passengers.
(3) The courses provided for at paragraph (2), letters a) and e) are achieved just once and these courses are finalized with an exam supervised by a commission approved by RNA.
(4) The courses provided at paragraph (2) letters b), c), d), f), g) and h) are achieved at periods of time not exceeding 5 years.
Transitory and final clauses
Art. 14. - (1) The working book is issued by RNA.  

(2)
In order to carry out the mandatory practice of service on board vessels, the working book for the marine schools and universities first year graduates is issued upon the university’s or school’s request. 
(3)  The issuing of the working book for a deck rating or mechanic apprentice shall be made upon the request of the ship owner or charterer.
(4)
For the students within the marine universities and schools, the practice shall be carried out in the function of deck rating apprentice, mechanic apprentice. If the student holds a valid certificate of capacity issued by RNA, the practice can be carried out for the function specified in that certificate. 
Art. 15. - (1) The certification documents for the inland waterways personnel issued before entering into force of the present order shall be exchanged, as follows:
a) licenses of boatmaster categories A, B and C and for dredge master  shall be exchanged into licenses of boatmaster category A, card type;
b) licenses of inland waterways deck officer and certificates of inland waterways helmsman shall be exchanged into licenses of inland waterways helmsman;
c) licenses of inland waterways officer and certificates of inland waterways motorman shall be exchanged into licenses of mechanic.  
(2) The certification documents laid down in paragraph (1) shall be exchanged, ex officio, by RNA, until 31 December 2006. After this date, the documents shall lose their validity.
(3) Licenses of boatmaster category D, chief dredge-man and inland waterways dredge-man certificates are made void. The documents issued before the entry into force of the present order are valid until their expiry date, in accordance with the provisions of art.7.
(4) The particular situations which are not regulated through the present order shall be solved by the general director of RNA.
Sanctions
Art. 16. - The contraventions to the provisions of the present order are settled by Government decision.
Art. 17. - The General Directorate for naval transport within the Ministry of Transports, Construction and Tourism and the Romanian Naval Authority will carry out the provisions of the present order.
Art. 18. – Annexes no.1-5 are part of the present order.

Transposition
Art. 19. - The present order transposes the provisions of the Council Directive 96/50/EC of 23 July 1996 on the harmonization of the conditions for obtaining national motorboat masters' certificates for the carriage of goods and passengers by inland waterway in the Community published in the Official Journal no. L 235 of 17 September 1996, amended by (EC) Regulation no. 1.882/2003 of the European Parliament published in Official Journal no. L 284 of 31 October 2003, and of the Council Directive 91/672/EEC of 16 December 1991 on the reciprocal recognition of national motorboat masters' certificates for the carriage of goods and passengers by inland waterway, published in the Official Journal no. L 373, 31 December 1991.
Entering into force

Art. 20. - The present order is published in the Official Monitor of Romania, Part I.

Art. 21. - At the date of the present order entering into force, the Order of the Minister of Public Works, Transports and Housing no. 984/2001 for the approval of the Regulation regarding the issue of national licenses and national certificates of competency for inland waterways personnel published in the Official Monitor of Romania, Part I, no. 441 of 6 August 2001 and the Order of the Ministry of Transports no.133 of 13 March 1998 for the approval of the Regulation regarding the obtaining of the certificate of user of radar on inland waterways and of the model of the certificate for user of radar is repealed.

Vessel construction and stability:
a) the fundamental principles of ship’s building, especially regarding the security of passengers, crew and ship; 

b) the Directive 82/714/EEC of 4 October 1982, on technical prescriptions for the inland navigation vessels implemented by Order of Ministry of Public Works, Transports and Housing no. 595/2003, regarding the approval of the minimum technical prescriptions for inland waterways ships flying the Romanian flag;
c) elementary knowledge of the main elements of vessel’s structure; 

d) theoretical knowledge of vessel’s stability and buoyancy, as well as their application, especially the navigability.
4. 
Vessel engines:
a) elementary knowledge of the engines’ construction and functioning aiming at their well operation; 

b) command and control of main and auxiliary engines, the action in case of emergency repairs. 

5. 
Loading and unloading:
a) use of draught scales; 

b) establishment of the loading capacity by mean of the capacity establishing certificate;
c) loading and unloading operations, securing of cargo (mooring plan). 

6. 
Action in special circumstances:

a) fundamental principles for the prevention of accidents;
b) measures in case of damages, collision or grounding, including the stopping of leaks;
c) use of rescue means and materials; 

d) medical first aid in case of accidents;
e) fire prevention and use of fire fighting installations and appliances;
f) prevention of inland waterways pollution;
g) special conditions of rescue of persons, vessel and cargo on the maritime waterways, survival at sea. 

Part II: License of  boatmaster category B
1. 
Navigation:
a) the Regulation for Danube Navigation, including the signaling and buoyage of the navigable inland waterways;
b) general characteristics of the main inland waterways from geographical, hydrological, meteorological and morphological point of view;  

c) determination of route, naval brochures and publications, buoyage systems.

a) ship’s handling having in view the influence of winds, currents, backwater and draught in order to maintain  a sufficient buoyancy and stability;
b) the role and the functioning of the rudder and propeller;
c) anchorage and berthing maneuvers in any condition;
d) manoeuvres at locks and within ports, manoeuvres in case of meeting and overtaking between ships.

3. 
Vessel’s building and stability:
a) the fundamental principles of ship’s building, especially regarding the security of passengers, crew and ship; 

b) the Directive 82/714/EEC of 4 October 1982 laying down technical requirements for inland waterway vessels implemented by Order of Ministry of Public Works, Transports and Housing no. 595/2003, for the approval of the minimum technical requirements for inland waterways vessels flying the Romanian flag;
c) elementary knowledge of the main elements of vessel’s structure; 

d) theoretical knowledge of the vessel’s stability and buoyancy, as well as their application, especially the navigability.
4. 
Vessel’s engines:
a) elementary knowledge of the engines’ construction and functioning aiming at their well operation; 

b) command and control of main and auxiliary engines, the action in case of emergency repairs. 

5. 
Loading and unloading:
a) use of draught scales; 

b) establishment of the loading capacity by mean of the capacity establishing certificate;
c) loading and unloading operations, securing of cargo (mooring plan). 

6. 
Action in special circumstances:

a) fundamental principles for the prevention of accidents;
b) measures in case of damages, collision or grounding, including the stopping of leaks;
c) use of rescue means and materials; 

d) medical first aid in case of accidents;
e) fire prevention and use of fire fighting installations and appliances;
f) prevention of inland waterways pollution;
g) special conditions of rescue of persons, vessel and cargo on the maritime waterways, survival at sea. 

CHAPTER B

Study subjects for obtaining the “Radar user on board inland waterways vessels” certificate
a) knowledge of radar theory: generalities on the radio-electrical waves and radar functioning principles;
b) skills regarding the use of radar, interpretation of radar image, analysis of information provided by the radar and knowledge of the limits of information provided by the radar; 

c) use of the speed and gyration indicator; 

d) knowledge of the radar navigation in accordance  with the Regulation of Danube Navigation; 

e)    recommendations regarding the principal operational and technical parameters of radars (and of the gyration indicators) used in navigation on Danube;
f)   practical applications regarding preparing before leaving in voyage of ship, leaving in voyage of ship and maneuvering of this.
CHAPTER C

Study subjects for obtaining the “Passengers transport” certificate 

1. Knowledge and applications of technical rescue on board of passengers vessels:
a) rescue techniques and control plans;
b) guiding of passengers on a safe route to the gathering and embarkation place;
c) gathering procedures;
2. Competency for ship stability and balance in different loading conditions for passengers vessels:
a) calculations regarding the stability, balance and loading of the vessel;
b) knowledge regarding assuring the gateway.  

3. Intervention, action and communication capacity with the passengers on board of passengers vessels in different emergencies situations:
a) verifying the reaction in different emergency situations;
b) human behavior and actions in crisis situations;
c) establishing and maintaining effective communication;
d) communication;
CHAPTER D

Study subjects for obtaining the “Radio-telephony” certificate:

1. Familiarization and good knowing of Internal and International Regulations of radio-telephony for working as a „ Radio-telephones operator in Radio-telephony Service on inland waterways” 
2. The practical use of specific rules and procedures for radio-telephony traffic and of standard vocabulary. 
3. Familiarization, regarding their use, with equipment and RTF stations used in radio-telephonic Service on inland waterways. 
4. Knowledge of German language and the use of standard vocabulary in radio-telephonic communications on inland waterways.
