on port reception facilities for ship-generated waste and cargo residues

    Taking into account the provisions of art. 69 and 70 of the European Agreement establishing an association between Romania, on one hand, and the European Communities and their Member States, on the other hand, signed at Brussels on 1 February 1993, ratified by Law no. 20/1993,
     by virtue of the provisions of art. 4 paragraphs (1) and (2) of the Government Ordinance no. 42/1997 regarding the naval transport, republished, with further amendments and additions and of art. 5 paragraph (4) of the Government Decision no. 412/2004 regarding the organization and functioning of the Ministry of Transports, Constructions and Tourism, with further amendments and additions,

The Minister of transports, constructions and tourism issues the following order:
Purpose

Art. 1. - The purpose of the present order is to reduce the discharges of ship-generated waste and cargo residues into navigable national waters, especially illegal discharges from ships using Romanian ports by improving the availability and use of port reception facilities for ship-generated waste and cargo residues, thereby enhancing the protection of the marine environment.

Definitions

Art. 2. - (1) The terms used in the present norms have the following meaning:
a) RNA - Romanian Naval Authority, state authority in the field of safety of navigation,  specialized technical body subordinated to the Ministry of Transports, Constructions and Tourism, to which the latter has delegated its competencies in respect of co-ordination prevention and response of pollution activities;

b) port administration - the body responsible with elaborating, developing and implementing the port reception facilities plan for ship generated waste and cargo residues; 

c) recreational craft - a ship of any type, regardless of the means of propulsion, intended for sports or leisure purposes;
d) sewage:

  (i) drainage and other wastes from any form of toilets and urinals;

  (ii) drainage from medical premises (dispensary, sick bay etc) via wash basins, wash tubs and scuppers located in such premises; 

  (iii) drainage from spaces containing living animals; 

  (iv) drainage from galley, mess rooms, kitchen containing chemical substances; or

  (v) other waste waters when mixed with the drainages defined above.

e) ship-generated waste - all waste, including sewage, and residues other than cargo residues, which are generated during the service of a ship and fall under the scope of annexes I,  IV and V to MARPOL 73/78 and cargo-associated waste as defined in the International Maritime Organization (IMO) guidelines for the implementation of annex V to MARPOL 73/78;

f) port reception facilities - any facility, which is fixed, floating or mobile and capable of receiving ship-generated waste and/or cargo residues; 

g) MARPOL 73/78 - the International Convention for the Prevention of Pollution from Ships, 1973, as modified by the Protocol of 1978 relating thereto as in force at the date of adoption of this regulation;

h) ship - any type of seagoing vessel operating in the marine environment and shall include hydrofoil boats, air-cushion vehicles, submersibles and floating crafts; 

i) fishing vessel - any ship equipped or used commercially for catching fish or other living resources of the sea; 

j) port - a place or a geographical area made up of such improvement works and equipment as to permit, principally, the reception of ships, including fishing vessels and recreational craft;

k) cargo residues - the remnants of any cargo materials on board in cargo holds or tanks which remain after unloading and cleaning operations are completed and shall include loading/unloading excesses and spillage.
(2) Without prejudice to the definitions in points (e) and (k), ship-generated waste and cargo residues shall be considered waste within the meaning of Article 1(a) of Council Directive 75/442/EEC
 of 15 July 1975 on waste.

Scope

Art. 3. - (1) The present order shall apply to:

a) all seagoing vessels, including fishing vessels and recreational crafts, irrespective of their flag, calling at or operating within a Romanian port listed  in annex no. 4, with the exception of any warship and ships owned or operated by the Government and used, for the time being, only on Government non-commercial service; and

b) all Romanian ports listed in annex no. 4 and shipyards located within these ports,  normally visited by ships falling under the scope of letter a).

(2) Ships which are excepted from the scope of this regulation and mentioned at paragraph (1) letter a) shall deliver their ship-generated waste and cargo residues in accordance with the provisions of the mutual agreements between interested bodies.

Port reception facilities

 Art. 4. - (1) Port administrations of the ports listed in annex no. 4 shall ensure the endowment and the availability of adequate port reception facilities for ship generated waste and cargo residues to meet the needs of the ships normally using the port without causing undue delay to ships.

(2) The port reception facility shall meet the following criteria:

a) to be capable of receiving all types and quantities of ship-generated waste and cargo residues from ships normally using that port;
b) to assure the operational needs of the users of that port, taking into account the size and the geographical location of the port, the type of ships calling at that port and the exemptions provided for under Article 9.

(3) The Master of a ship having encountered difficulties in delivery waste may complete the form set out in annex no. 3 and may report to RNA the alleged inadequacy of port reception facilities.
(4) RNA shall verify and analyze the causes of the reported deficiencies and shall submit to the Ministry of Transports, Construction and Tourism, IMO, European Commission and the ship’s flag state authority a report about the outcome of its investigation.  
Waste reception and handling plans

Art. 5. - (1) Each port administration shall prepare, develop and implement an appropriate reception and handling plan for reception, treatment and storage of ship generated waste and/or cargo residues, within 90 days from the date of publishing the present order, following consultations with the relevant parties, taking into account the requirements of Articles 4, 6, 7, 10 and 12. Detailed requirements for preparing and development of such plans are set out in annex no. 1.

(2)  The waste reception and handling plans referred to in paragraph (1) may, for reasons of efficiency, be developed in a regional context, with the appropriate involvement of each port, provided that the necessary and existing port reception facilities are specified for each individual port.

(3) The Minister of Transports, Constructions and Tourism, by General Direction of Environment shall approve the waste reception and handling plan, monitor its implementation and ensure its re-approval every three years or when significant changes occur to the operation of port.

Notification

          Art. 6. - (1)  The master of a ship, other than a fishing vessel or recreational craft, authorized to carry no more than 12 passengers, calling at one of the ports listed in annex no.4, shall truly complete the form provided for in annex no. 2 with real data and facts and communicate this information to RNA and to port administration:

a) at least 24 hours prior to arrival, if the port of call is known;  or

b) as soon as the port of call is known, if this information is available less than 24 hours prior to arrival; or

c) at the latest upon departure from the previous port, if the duration of the voyage is less than 24 hours.

(2) The masters of the ships shall record truly facts into waste record book and oil record book, regarding the types and amount of ship generated waste and/or cargo residues stored on board, prior to the ship’s arrival in port.

(3) The information referred to in paragraph (1) shall be kept on board at least until the next port of call and shall be made available to the competent authority of that port, upon request.
Delivery of ship-generated waste

Art. 7. - (1) The master of a ship, calling at a Romanian port listed in annex no. 4 shall deliver in accordance with the provisions of MARPOL 73/78, all ship-generated waste to the port reception facility, before leaving the port. The operators of the port reception facilities shall issue a confirmation receipt for the amount and type of ship generated waste delivered and shall hand over this document to the master of the ship.

(2) Notwithstanding paragraph (1), a ship is allowed by RNA to proceed to the next port of call without delivering all ship-generated waste, if it follows from the information given in accordance with art. 6 and annex no. 2 that there is sufficient dedicated storage capacity for all ship-generated waste that has been accumulated and will be accumulated during the intended voyage of the ship until the next port of delivery.

(3) If there are good reasons to believe that adequate facilities are not available at the intended port of delivery for ship generated waste or if this port is unknown, and that there is therefore a risk that the waste will be discharged into the sea, RNA shall request to the ship’s master to deliver all ship-generated waste before departure from the port.

(4)  The provisions of the paragraph (2), shall apply without prejudice to more stringent delivery requirements of waste for ships, adopted in accordance with international law.

Fees for ship-generated waste

Art. 8. - (1) The port administrations shall set up a system to cover costs of port reception facilities for ship-generated waste, including the collecting and handling of the waste/residues.

(2) The cost recovery systems mentioned in paragraph (1) shall encourage ships to deliver their waste and/or cargo residues to the port reception facilities and not to discharge them into the sea. To this end, the following principles shall apply to all ships other than fishing vessels and recreational crafts authorized to carry no more than 12 passengers:

a) all ships calling at a port listed in annex  no. 4 shall contribute significantly to the costs referred to in paragraph (1), irrespective of actual use of the facilities. To this end, the costs may be included in the port dues or by exception, a separate standard waste fee may be applied. The fee may be applied differentiated, with respect to the category, type and size of the ship; 

b) the part of the costs which is not covered by the fee referred to in letter a), if any, shall be covered also by waste recovery on the basis of the types and quantities actually delivered by the ship; 

c) the fees may be reduced if the ship's environmental management, design, equipment and operation are such that the master of the ship can demonstrate that it produces reduced quantities of ship-generated waste.

(3) The cost recovery system shall be fair, transparent and non-discriminatory and reflect the costs of the facilities and services made available and where appropriate, used or not used. The amount of the fees, the application mode and the basis on which they have been calculated should be made clear for the port users, upon request. 

Exemptions

Art. 9. - (1) When ships are engaged in scheduled traffic with frequent and regular port of calls and there is sufficient evidence of an arrangement to ensure the delivery of ship-generated waste and payment of fees in a port along the ship's route, RNA and the port administration may exempt these ships from the obligations referred to in art. 6, art. 7 paragraph (1) and art. 8.

(2) The port administration shall inform the Ministry of Transports, Construction and Tourism about the exemptions granted in accordance with paragraph (1). Ministry of Transports, Construction and Tourism will forward these exemptions to the European Commission, regularly, at least once a year. 

Delivery of cargo residues

Art. 10. - The master of a ship calling at one of the ports listed in annex no. 4 shall deliver all cargo residues to a port reception facility in accordance with the provisions of MARPOL 73/78. Any user of the reception facility shall pay a fee to the port administration or to the operator of the port reception facility.

Enforcement

Art. 11. - (1) RNA shall create a system for:

a) allowing inspection of any ship in order to verify its compliance with the provision of art. 7 and 10; and

b) ensuring that a sufficient number of such inspections are carried out.

(2) For inspections concerning ships other than fishing vessels and recreational crafts authorized to carry no more than 12 passengers, RNA shall pay a particular attention to:

a) ships which have not complied with the notification requirements provided at art. 6;

b) ships for which the examination of the information provided by the master in accordance with art. 6 has revealed other grounds to believe that the ship does not comply with the provisions of the present order; 

(3) Such inspections may be undertaken within Port State Control activities, when necessary; whatever the framework of the inspections, the obligation to perform a minimum of 25% inspections applies; 

(4) If RNA is not satisfied with the results of this inspection, shall not issue the clearance permit to the ship until it has delivered all its ship-generated waste to the port reception facility, in accordance with art. 7 and 10. 

(5) When there is clear evidence that a ship has proceeded to sea from a Romanian port without having complied with art. 7 or art.10, RNA shall inform the competent authority of the next port of call;

(6) When RNA is informed that a ship calling a Romanian port left the last port of call without complying with the provision of art. 7 or art. 10, it shall not permit the ship to leave the port until a full assessment of accuracy of any information received will be done.

(7) The provisions of paragraph (5) and (6) will not be interpreted as a prejudice to the application of the penalties referred to in the present order.

(8) The Ministry of Transports, Construction and Tourism shall issue the control procedure for fishing vessels and recreational crafts authorized to carry no more than 12 passengers to ensure compliance with the applicable requirements of the present order.

Accompanying measures

Art.12. - (1) Port administrations shall notify the ships’ masters, through their agents, the operators of port reception facilities and all other persons concerned about the requirements under the present order. 

(2) RNA and port administrations shall co-operate with all users involved, in order to carry out the provisions of the present regulations.

(3) Port administrations shall: 

a) appropriately examine the information notified by masters, in accordance with the provisions of art. 6;

b) ensure that the formalities relating to the use of port reception facilities are simple and expeditious, in order to stimulate the master to use port reception facilities and to avoid undue delays to ships.
(4) The handling of ship-generated waste and cargo residues, after their taking over in accordance with the present order, shall be carried out in accordance with the national legislation in force which transposed in particular the Council Directive 75/439/EEC
 of 16 June 1975 on the disposal of waste oils and the Council Directive 91/689/EEC
 of 12 December 1991 on hazardous waste.

(5) Any party involved in the delivery or reception of ship-generated waste or cargo residues can claim compensation for damage caused by undue delay in accordance with the provisions of Romanian legislation in force.

(6) Delivery of ship-generated waste and cargo residues shall be considered as release for free circulation within the meaning of Article 79 of Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92
 of 12 October 1992 establishing the Community Customs Code. The customs authorities shall not require the lodging of a summary declaration in accordance with Article 45 of the Community Customs Code.

(7) Romania shall co-operate with the European Commission in establishing an appropriate information and monitoring system, covering at least the whole of the national territory, to:

a) improve the identification of ships, which have not delivered their ship-generated waste in accordance with this regulation;

b) ascertain whether the goals set in art. 1 of the present order have been met.

(8) Romania shall cooperate with the European Commission in establishing common criteria for identifying ships referred to in art. 8 para (2) letter (c).

Penalties

Art.13. - The contraventions to the provisions of the present order are to be established by Government Decision.

Evaluation

Art. 14. - Romania shall submit a status report to the European Commission concerning the implementation of the present order, every 3 years.

Art. 15. - RNA and the port administrations shall bring into force the provisions of the present order.

Art. 16. - Annexes no. 1- 4 are part of the present order.

Transcription

Art. 17. - The present order transposes the Council Directive 2000/59/EC from 27 November 2000 on port reception facilities for ship generated waste and cargo residues published in the Official Journal no. L 332 of 28 December 2000, p. 0081-0090.

Entry into force

          Art. 18. – The present order is published in the Official Monitor of Romania, Part I.

Art. 19. - At the date the present order entering into force, the Order no. 779 of 21 May 2002 of the Ministry of Public Works, Transports and Housing on port reception facilities for ship-generated waste and cargo residues published in the Official Monitor of Romania, Part I, no. 862 of 29 November 2002 is repealed.

ANNEX No. 1
REQUIREMENTS 

for the development of waste reception and handling plans in ports
(as referred to in art. 5 of the order)

Plans shall cover all types of ship-generated waste and cargo residues from ships normally visiting the Romanian ports, provided in annex no. 4 and shall be developed according to the size of the port and the types of ships.
The waste reception and handling plans in ports shall contain the following elements:
a)  assessment of the capacities of the port reception facilities, in light of the need of the ships normally visiting the port;
b)  description of the type and the capacity of the port reception facilities;
c)  detailed description of the procedures for the reception and collection of ship-generated waste and cargo residues;
d)  description of the charging system;
e)  procedures for reporting the inadequacies of port reception facilities;
f)  procedures for ongoing consultations with port users, waste contractors, port operators and other interested parties;
g)  type and quantities of ship-generated waste and cargo residues received and handled.
In addition, the plans should include:
a)  relevant legislation and formalities for delivery;
b)  responsible person or persons for the implementation of the plan;
c)  description of the pre-treatment equipment and processing in the port, if any;
d)  description of recording methods used at the port reception facilities, the amounts of ship-generated waste and cargo residues received; and
e)  description of how the ship-generated waste and cargo residues are disposed of.
The procedures for reception and handling shall be in all respects conform to an environ​mental management scheme suitable for the progressive reduction of the environmental impact. 
Information to be made available to all port users:
a) reference to the fundamental importance of proper delivery of ship-generated waste and cargo residues;
b) location of port reception facilities applicable to each berth with diagram/map;
c) list of ship-generated waste and cargo residues;
d) list of contact points, the operators and the services offered;
e) description of procedures for delivery;
f) description of charging system; 
g) procedures for reporting inadequacies of port reception facilities.
